The New Testament refers several times to the de­
stru·ction of Sodom and Gomorrah. "'Our Lord makes a 
comparison ·between conditions which -then obtai·ned, and 
conditions which will oibta'in at His coming~ The Apostle 
Peter ,refers to it, saying that these cities of the plain 
were set forth as· examples, suffering the vengeance of 
eternal fire. 

(<\:braham on this oCcasion entertained:· th~ee· strangers, 
and thereby entertained angeis unaware. One of the three 
was undoubtedly an Olq Testament appearance of our 
Lord, to Whom Abraham prayed, when it was ,given to 
him to discern that One of the three was indeed' the 
Angel·of the Covenant. 
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The Lord 'soIiloquis~s as Abraham goes on h1S way 
accompanying them for a short di.stan·ce toward Sod'om; 
and He asks the question, "Shall 'I hide from Abraham 
that-thing which I.do?" as thOugh He said', "Shall I take 
Abraham into My confidence?' Shl!-ll I commit My secret 
to him? 'Shall I inform him of My purposes?" He. ob­
viously answers tHe question in the affirma.tive, and He 
makes a certain communicati'on to Ahraham, - a special 
revelation of His 'purpose respecting. the citi~s of the 
plain. Inl Hi-s whple Word, God comes to us witl), the same 
revelation; and it is a· revelation concerp.ing the nature 
and consequence of sin .. ...

WHAT IS SIN? WHl you speCify particu1ar sins'? What 

if you do? What have all sins in common? What is the 
essential element.in the thing that makeS' it what it is? 
Now i' am persuaded that much of the light -thin'king of 
the day is the result of a failure properly to apprehend 
the .consequences of this dread'ful thing which the Bible 
cans s.in: If ~e properly' understood what ~in is, what 
its nature is, how far-reaching it is, we shouldr be able 
more easily to understand the necessity for the atone-. 
ment, - for such an atonement as was effected by the 
death of our ·Lord Jesus Christ. Is sin a thing of the 

. , hand, o.r of the fo'ot, or of the tongue, or' of the mind? 
..... Is it local? Can it be confined to one place? Will the sin 
of Sodom stay in iSodom? Will it spread to other places? 
What is the measure,' what is the' extent; of its polluting 
power? The extraordinary thing, aibout this reveiation 
is that He Who C8!ffie from heaven says that the sin of 
Sodom has come unto Him; the cry of it has'come up to / 
heaven., You remember a similar statement i'iithe word 
w.hep. 'God came to Cain, and said, "The voice of 'thy 
brother's blood crieth unto'me from the ground".' . 

Now sin is of such a character that it cannot be hid­
den; it cannot be' confined to one place; it ~annot be 
oQscu·red from the divine vision; it cann'ot be gathered 
up by anything that man can invent .. Tl).e cry of it ·goes 

:- up to heaven., May 'I, without irreveren~, say that the 
stench of' this moral pla'gue goes up into the divine nos­
trils. It is the abominable' thing which God hates, which, 
if -it were not dealt with would affect the' purity a,nd 

· tranquility of heaven ·itself. And GQd here pauses' at 
· .A:braham's tent to ten him that' from His ,holy, dwelling 

I He has discerned this d'readful, this corrupting, this hor­
rible,' this heinous, thing,· and that he has come do'wn to 
conduct a personal inves,tigation, that He may know 
whether "it .is altogether .as bad as it s'eeins in heaven's . 
view to be. 'Of course it is an accom-moaation to the lim­
ited understanding of man, when God !lays He has Come 
down·to see whether they have done altogether a'ccording' 
to the cry of it; He did not need to come dQwn; He knew 
it in 'heaven. You remember how Solomori again and. 
aga'in in that dedicatory prayer, when the, temple was 
dedicated: 'prayed, "Hear thou iIi heave:t;t' thy dwelling 
.place: a~d when thou hea,rest, :(orgive.". When we cry 
to God for mercy our prayer' for pardon ascends' up to 
heaven, and He hears it. IWe sang this mor.~ing,

to any geog·raphical dimension .. Sin spreads everywhere, 
'and it goes on from 'generation ,to generation. "As by 
oIie man sin" - one sin - "entered into the world,. and 
death by ,sin; so death passed upon all men, for that all. 
have sinned:" How terrible,' how horrible, how heinous 
a thing sin is! Your sin, and my sin, is not 'confined' to 
a point· of time, or to a particular ,place: "Thou art of 
!purer eyes than to beh'old evil, and canst not look on 
iniquity"; "All things are naked and opened to the eyes 
of him with whom we have to do." 'The sin of twenty 
years ago is just as much open to the eyes of -God as the 
sin of to-day. There is no getting away from jt; there 
is no concealing it, - some wrong -that was done in 
England, some eyi'l that was committed)ri the Antipodes. 
'There is some sin of which a man was guHty fifty years 
ago, and which he wo.uld fain forget, 'but until ,God deals 
-with him, it 'is' present in his view. The ery of 'it goes 
up unto God. And muess sin is confessed and put away, 
the cry of our sin wiIl drown our prayers, and our ,praises 
so that IGod will not hear them. What a terrible thing, 
what a fea,rful revelation this is, that the Holy One 
should come to Abraham, and say, "This plague spot 
of earth would spoil heaven, this iniquity below would 
pollufe the atmosphere of the' Holy Place, and I have 
come down to deal with it." Oh _that :we understOod it, 

· that we might have a new senSe, a deeper sense, of the­
heinousness of sin, of the plague that is contrary to the 
diyine Mind, ,tha,t we might cease to try to cover it up, 
to excuse it, to ma'k~ allowance for it, that we mignt 
learn to be ,merc.ilesS' toward our own sin, that we might 
oocognize that no ·matter· who 'we are, what we are, 
where we are, sin is the thing that God cannot tolerate, 
and' wil'l not tolerate! . 

I have h~ard people say something, I do not know 
where they get it,' that God cannot look upon sin with 
any degree of allowance. Well it is true. But that is not 
scripfuraf. The ,Scripture says, "Thou art of ·purer eyes 
than to beh'Old evil, and canst not look on . iniquity." .The 
holy nature of God, ,revolts against it; it is 'an offence 
to His ·purjty; it is horrirble in His eyes; it is described' 
as the w1lominable thing which God hates. 

Nowadays' we hear -much about the 'love of God. "Oh," 
somebody says, "preach the love of ,God'!" Yes, we ,must. 
But remember there is· such a thing as divine hatred. 
Remember there cann'Ot be love without hatred'. And He' 
Who loves infinitely, hates infinitely; and the hatred of 
God' is just as intense and mighty as His love. He never 
hated us, but He has always hated·our .sin; and'He hates 
it still. And while it is upon us, He hates that in us, and 
would save us.from it. I beg of yoq, who are Christians, 
to turn again to the :Scriptures and, let the Word of God 
teach us what sin 'is. ·Let' the Word of,God teach us t·hat 
it fiJ:Is all time, and all space, and that ·by n'O human 
device -that has ever been discovered., can it be obscured 
from the divine view. 'Church membership, religious ·pro-

· fessions', the observance 01 the ordinances, ~e saying of 
prayers, the. singing of praises, the giving of alms, 
preachi'ng, and testifying, all these put together cannot 

· deal with' sin, cannot cover it up. - It is there, dear 
friends, and God 'knows it: 'the cry of it goes up ~to.

We can 
not f.ind 'the ten, or the one in 'Sodom; but we can find 
One before the Father's face whose righteousness is s'o 
perfect that for His sa'ke every ·Sodom 'On earth may be 
spared, . for "He is the ·propitiatio~ for our sins: and 
not for ou·rs on"1y, ,but also for the sins of the whole

That is 'the ground '~f ~ur petition then. What is the 
argument we bring when we pray for modem' Sodom

edge there ~s not so mueh as one ri'gbteous person. But 
there is One who eries, "Deliver him from going d'own 
to the pit: 'I have' found a ransom." And for His sake 
God, if he 'bepetiti-oned to. do so, will save us aU. Is 'it 
not wonderful that we have an availing plea, we have' an 
argument to which IGod himself, cannot say "No"? ShaU 
we'use it?

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PRISONER'S TESTIMONY 

SOME month~ a·go Pll-stor Edmond'Itty fl"'om the French 
. island of Martinique visited Toronto and hrought 

a few words of g·reeting to the Ja'rvis 'Street congrega­
~tion. As he spoke of gospel work on that island, he fuen­
t.ioned' his la'bours among the prisoners a't Fort ~ ·France. 
The accounts which he gave were ·flhr.illing and, we asked 
him to s~nd us some of ·the testimonies· of these men. 

In speaking about the work in Martinique M.r. Itty 
writes:' ./ ' 

"Martinique is a French Department si'tuated in' the 
Wes't Indies in the Caribbean ,Sea -near Central America. 
This 'l'ittle country has been under French rule for about 
300 years, aftel"' having been discovered 'by Ohristopher 
·Columbus in 1502. The 'population. is Roman Catholic iby 
virtue of practices already.well 'known; several drops qf 
water on the head and ~ magic formula and aU ,became 
'Christians'! Therefore, one could· compare the I"'eligious 
situation in Martinique to that of French 'Cl!nada with 
its fanaticism, superstition, and devotion to the clergy. 

"Almost two years ago a work Was begun in the prison 
in Fort de F.rance where abou't forty men, mostly "young 
ones, coni~ ,to our meetings. ThertYare now many-truly 
con:v.erted ones among them, of whom some were the most 
dan~o~s crimInals in the island:. Bpt the Gospel ,has 
transformed them marvellously, and in such a way th'at 
the admnistration and 'the ·guards readily a.dmit that 
something has really-taken place in these .priso~ers. To­
day they sing the beautiful Gospel hymns witih aU their 

-hearts. Theystud'y the Bi,ble and g,row in the knowledge 
of 'God in order to give testimony of their conversion to 
their f~milies. .Here is, then, better than an explanation, 
a personal stOi"Y of the convers·ion of one 0' the prisoners:
